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INTRODUCTION
The fundamental principle of The-rCode is based on LOGIC and KISS.

How was this code derived?

EQUALITY 

is impossible to attain or establish. If one reduces Yin Yang to a very basic interpretation then EVERYTHING has a positive and a negative. Example 1:Battery – electricity, Example 2:Good and Bad, Example 3:Black and White and Example 4:Hot Climate and Cold Climate. The existence of one depends on the existence of the other. s4: THE LAW
